Our Company presently conducts its business indifferent areas of operation:

1. We own and operate upscale adult nightclubsregprimarily businessmen and professionals thi@rdive adult entertainment, restaurant
and bar operations. We own and operate seven midalclubs under the name "Rick's Cabaret" and "XiRGHouston, Austin and San
Antonio, Texas, and Minneapolis, Minnesota. We alsa and operate an adult-themed club called "Enierg" that serves the couples or
"swingers™ market in Houston. No sexual contagtaemitted at any of our locations. On February2l®3, we acquired 51% control of the
Wild Horse Cabaret adult nightclub near Hobby Aitd®009 Airport Blvd, off I-45) and will operaté &s part of our popular XTC Cabaret
group for $150,000. In April, we organized RCI Memgs, Inc. to acquire Nocturnal Concepts, Inc. ciwldperates as an addition to our XTC
Cabaret group. We have transferred the ownershiaofric Enterprises, Inc. (our subsidiary thatrapes Encounters) to RCI Ventures, Inc.
We owned 51% of RCI Ventures, Inc. On June 12, 20@3



entered into an Asset Purchase Agreement with Batintertainment Companies, Inc., whereby we acduailighe assets and liabilities of
Taurus Entertainment Companies, Inc. related tofallaurus’ adult entertainment businesses in exgeéor 3,752,008 shares of Taurus
Entertainment Companies, Inc. of the 4,002,008weabwned plus $20,000 in cash. We also executéddamnification and Transaction F
Agreement with Taurus Entertainment Companies,forawhich we received $270,000, payable $140,000asing, with $60,000 due on

b) We operate a network of nine online auctionssitecessible on the Internet under the flagshgvaitw.naughtybids.com. These sites
provide customers with the opportunity to purchadelt products and services in an auction format.8arn revenues by charging service
fees for each transaction conducted on the higltigraated sites, all of which utilize a single teglogy platform that we operate.

Our nightclub revenues are derived from the sal&obr, beer, wine, food, merchandise, cover caargnembership fees, independent
contractors' fees, commissions from vending and Amathines, valet parking, and other products andcge Our Internet revenues are
derived from subscriptions to adult content IntéMveb sites, traffic/referral revenues, and comioissearned on the sale of products and
services through Internet auction sites, and adbgvities. Our fiscal year end is September 30.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS FOR THE THREE MONTHS ENDED JUNE 30, 2003 AS COMPARED TO THE THREE MONTHS
ENDED JUNE 30, 2002

For the three months ended June 30, 2003, the Gonigzal consolidated total revenues of $3,822,14dpewed to consolidated total
revenues of $3,952,069 for the three months endieel 30, 2002, or a decrease of $129,928. The deriedotal revenues was primarily due
to the decrease in revenues generated by the Cgmapaternet businesses. Management believes wseaiag the bottoming out of internet
revenues due to the aging of the adult interneketeng programs for adult sites. While revenuessamw.xxxpassword.com, the Company's
content membership site, has continued to dealewenues from auction sites continues to increBise.Company started charging for
membership to www.couplestouch.com in February 2008v.couplestouch.com is like a single dating &iecouples seeking others for
sexual relationships/friendships.

The cost of goods sold for the three months ended 30, 2003 was 14.85% of total revenues compar2d.00% for the three months en
June 30, 2002. The decrease was due primarilyetoetthuction in costs of maintaining our Interne¢mgpions. The cost of goods sold for the
club operation for the three months ended Jun@@B was 14.96% compared to 15.52% for the thregimended June 30, 2002. We
continued our efforts to achieve reductions in cdgfoods sold of the club operations through imptbinventory management. We continue
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a program to improve margins from liquor and foafes and food service efficiency. The cost of shil@® our Internet operation for the th
months ended June 30, 2003 was 12.43% compared3d% for the three months ended June 30, 2002.

Payroll and related costs for the three months @ddee 30, 2003 were $1,390,943 compared to $B8300or the three months ended June
30, 2002. The increase was due to additional paeddn the Company due to its new acquisitions. Mpment currently believes that its
labor and management staff levels are appropriate.

Other general and administrative expenses forttteetmonths ended June 30, 2003 were $1,825,256atehto $1,540,291 for the three
months ended June 30, 2002. The increase was hariby to increase in rents, utilities, marketi®@gpromotional expenses, insurance,
maintenance and repairs, and other start up expéasthe new clubs.

Interest expense for the three months ended Jur2088 was $92,761 compared to $92,319 for thesthmenths ended June 30, 2002.

Net income for the three months ended June 30, 2@335276,201 compared to a net income of $223@0be three months ended June
2002. The increase in net income was primarily tduthe sale of the Company's subsidiary.

RESULTS OF OPERATIONS FOR THE NINE MONTHS ENDED JUNE 30, 2003 AS COMPARED TO THE NINE MONTHS
ENDED JUNE 30, 2002

For the nine months ended June 30, 2003, the Confpmthconsolidated total revenues of $11,108,6Tépewed to consolidated total
revenues of $11,916,676 for the fiscal nine moetided June 30, 2002, or a decrease of $808,00Gieknease in total revenues was due to
the decline in revenues from the Internet busiasss result of the Company's transition from pnogravhich generate high revenues with
very low margins to programs which will producelieg margins from lower revenues.

The cost of goods sold for the nine months ended 30, 2003 was 14.88% of total revenues compar&8.80% for the nine months ended
June 30, 2002. This decrease is attributable telirenation of cost of goods sold related to thietnet business. The cost of goods sold for
the club operations for the nine months ended 3002003 was 14.56% and 14.40% for the nine maenided June 30, 2002. Management
continued its efforts to achieve reductions in adgjoods sold through improved inventory managemiEme Company continues a program
to improve margins from liquor and food sales apabifservice efficiency.

Payroll and related costs for the nine months eddee 30, 2003 were $4,027,472 compared to $3,887® the nine months ended June
2002. This increase is a result of additional pengbadded to the new Company's club operationsalglement currently believes that its
labor and management staff levels are appropriate.

Other general and administrative expenses for ithe months ended June 30, 2003 were $5,138,455ameahpo $4,732,610 for the nine
months ended June 30, 2002. The increase was boariby to increase in rents, utilities, marketing
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& promotional expenses, insurance, maintenanceepalrs, and other start up expenses for the nebscl

Interest expense for the nine months ended Jun20B3, was $289,618 compared to $266,590 for the mionths ended June 30, 2002. The
increase was primarily due to the addition of nebtd related to the purchase of treasury stock.

Net income for the nine months ended June 30, 2233$341,903 compared to $756,132 for the nine hsoertded June 30, 2002. 1
decrease in net income was primarily due to theedese in revenues in Company's internet activikiEiagement currently believes that the
Company is in the position to continue to be padifi¢ in fiscal 2003.

LIQUIDITY AND CAPITAL RESOURCES

At June 30, 2003, the Company had a working cagéétit of $234,759 compared to a working capitaficit of $32,997 at September 30,
2002.

Net cash provided by operating activities in theeninonths ended June 30, 2003 was $488,768 comipaned cash provided of $872,951
the nine months ended June 30, 2002. The decneassli provided by operating activities was du decrease in net income.

The Company used $225,956 and $444,972 cash istingeactivities and $502,497 and $246,689 casimamcing activities in the nine
months ended June 30, 2003 and 2002, respectively.

In the opinion of management, working capital i adrue indicator of the financial status. Typigabusinesses in the industry carry current
liabilities in excess of current assets becausbusess receives substantially immediate payfeesiales, with nominal receivables, while
accounts payable and other current liabilities radlyrcarry longer payment terms. Vendors and puovepften remain flexible with payment
terms providing businesses with opportunities fjostdo short-term business down turns. The Compgamgiders the primary indicators of
financial status to be the long-term trend of rexegrowth and mix of sales revenues, overall clast, profitability from operations and the
level of long-term debt.

We have not established lines of credit or finagather than our existing debt. There can be norasse that we will be able to obtain
additional financing on reasonable terms in tharktif at all, should the need arise.

Because of the large volume of cash we handleggnit cash controls have been implemented. Inwbistehe sexually oriented business
industry is required in all states to convert theegtainers who perform at our locations, from gamdependent contractors to employee
status, we have prepared alternative plans thdteleve will protect our profitability. We beliewbat the industry standard of treating the
entertainers as independent contractors providésisat safe harbor protection to preclude paytall assessment for prior years.

The sexually oriented business industry is higlognpetitive with respect to price, service and lmragtas well as the professionalism of the
entertainment. Although we believe that we are \pelitioned to compete successfully in the futthiere can be no assurance that we will be
able to maintain our high level of name recognitonl prestige within the marketplace.

SEASONALITY

Our nightclub operations are significantly affecbydseasonal factors. Historically, we have expeeel reduced revenues from April through
September with the strongest operating resultsraoguduring October through March. Our experietwdate indicates that there does not
appear to be a seasonal fluctuation in our Inteantities.

GROWTH STRATEGY

The Company believes that its club operations cetitue to grow organically and through carefurgimito markets and demographic
segments with high growth potential. Upon carefsiearch, new clubs may be opened, or existing elodpsired, in locations that are
consistent with our growth and income targets ahttlvappear receptive to the upscale club forméadave developed. We may form joint
ventures or partnerships to reduce start-up anchtipg costs, with our Company contributing asgetbe form of our brand name and
management expertise. We may also develop newcdnbepts that are consistent with our managemehireanketing skills. We may also
acquire real estate in connection with club operesj although some clubs may be in leased premises.

We also expect to continue to grow our Internefipoenters and plan to focus in the future on higérgin activities that leverage our
marketing skills while requiring a low level of gtaip expense and ongoing operating costs.
